After an 
intense, ten-day meet, we had our first individual 
national champion in Uju Ofune (Parkville High). 
Uju, a native ofNigeria, started with our club last 
year and quickly excelled. Uju had two first-place 
fmishes (17-18 Young Women's Division Long 
Jump and 4xlOO Meter Relay) in her four events. 
She also finished second in the Women's 4x400 
Meter Relay and 6th in the Women's 400 Meter 
Run. Uju is now in her freshman year at Columbia 
University. Our top finisher among the boys was 
Kenneth McCuin (Mervo), who became a fust­
time AAU All-American in an individual event, 
placing 3rd in the 15-16 Boys' 800 Meter Run with a 
personal best time of 1:58:3. Other representatives 
at the Nationals were: Annieve Waithe, Eddie 
Brown, Christopher Grimm, Anthony Rogers, 
Steve Waithe, Jade George, Chantice Jones, and 
Jordan Knox.
